Categories
CPS  - 10-pt preference eligible - disability 30% or more
  CP  - 10-pt preference eligible - disability 10% but less than 30%
  XP  - 10-pt preference eligible - disability less than 10%, other (Purple Heart, widow, spouse, mother)

  TP   -  5-pt preference eligible
Ranking
Professional Positions - CPS, CPs are inter-ranked and float to the top of their group (70, 80, or 90)
Non-professional Positions - CPS, CPs float to the top of the entire list (even if minimally qualified)

Rule of Three

Select from the top 3 available candidates without bypassing a veteran’s preference eligible

Smith, Connery and Garcia were the top 3 candidates; however, 

                                                   Smith declined (DZ).  The new top 3 candidates become Connery, 

                                                   Garcia, and Williams.  Garcia cannot be selected because he is 

                                                   blocked by Connery, who is a vet.  Williams is within reach (top 3) 

                                                   and can be selected since he is a vet.
